Muslim Games 2010 

Ping Pong Rules and Regulations: 
 
After deciding the serve by a draw, each player will serve TWO points each.  
 
There will be two rounds for each game. If the game ends tie there will be an 
additional round. 
 
 If a player serves a net ball (called a "let serve"), the point is replayed. (There is no 
limit to the number of let serves.)  
 
The server can serve anywhere: short, long, straight, or cross-court. 
 
 If you volley the ball while it is still above the table surface, you lose the point.  
 
If you move the table, or touch it with your free hand, during the rally, you lose the 
point. 
 
 If you, or your clothing touches the net or post during the rally, you lose the point. 
 
 If you hit the ball twice in succession, you lose the point. If your shot hits a wall, the 
ceiling, or misses the opponent's side of the table, you lose the point. 
 
 If your opponent distracts you by talking or yelling while the ball is in play, play a let.  
 
At 20-20, the score is called "Deuce". 
 
 A player must then win by 2 points.
